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Name of the Bylaw
1. This bylaw shall be referred to as the “External Affairs Committee bylaw”.

Composition and Duties
2. The External Affairs Committee shall be composed of the following members:

(a) The Vice President University Affairs;

(b) Three (3) members of the BUSAC as appointed by BUSAC;

(c) Two (2) Students-at-Large as approved by BUSAC;

(d) The CASA Campus Coordinator(s), voting, and;

(e) The OUSA Campus Coordinator(s), voting.

3. The External Affairs Committee shall be chaired by the Vice-President University Affairs, or their designate, who shall:

(a) Call all meetings of the Committee;

(b) Report to the BUSAC on the actions of the committee;
(c) Prepare an end-of-year report to the BUSAC;

(d) Ensure that all members of the Committee receive accurate and timely information;

(e) Make sure the committee meets its responsibilities as outlined in this bylaw.

(f) Be responsible for maintaining a record of the time spent by committee members on committee business for the purpose of tracking volunteer hours.

4. In a year when there is no CASA Campus Coordinator selected, or no OUSA Campus Coordinator selected, the respective seats on the committee shall not be filled. Quorum shall be adjusted appropriately to reflect the number of voting members.

Responsibilities
5. The External Affairs Committee shall act as an advisory body to BUSU’s representatives to various lobby groups on matters of political policy.

6. The External Affairs Committee shall develop a sound political policy and a lobbying strategy for national, provincial, regional and municipal levels of government.

7. As the need arises, the External Affairs Committee shall form, from its membership, The External Elections Committee for all federal, provincial and municipal elections.
Structure
8. There shall be subcommittees of the External Affairs committee,

(a) The Standing Subcommittee on Policy and Strategy

(b) The Standing Subcommittee on Campus Advocacy

(c) The Standing Subcommittee on Community Outreach

(d) The Special Subcommittee on External Elections

Annual Report 

9. The External Affairs Committee will be responsible for compiling in a final report presented to BUSAC all activities that were undertaken throughout the year by the committee. The said report will make recommendations on the further direction that should be taken by BUSU regarding various lobby groups and the development of political policy and lobbying strategies for federal, provincial and municipal levels of government.
