External Elections Sub Committee



Effective: April 2006

Name of the Bylaw

1. This bylaw should be referred to as the “External Elections Sub-Committee bylaw.”

Composition 

2. The External Elections Committee shall have the same membership as the External Affairs Committee. 
3. The External Elections Committee will request additional temporary members from BUSAC. The temporary committee members shall remain on the committee until the conclusion of the election.

4. The External Elections Committee shall be chaired by the Vice President University Affairs or their designate who shall: 

(a) Call all meetings of the committee;

(b) Report to BUSAC on the actions of the committee;

(c) Prepare an end-of-year report to BUSAC;

(d) Ensure that all committee members receive accurate information relevant to the business of the committee in a timely manner;
(e) Make sure the committee meets its responsibilities as outlined in this bylaw.

(f) Be responsible for maintaining a record of the time spent by committee members on committee business for the purpose of tracking volunteer hours.
Responsibilities 

5. The External Elections Committee shall at the beginning of its term develop a campaign plan to be approved by BUSAC that will be able to be used once a federal, provincial or municipal election is called. 

6. The External Elections Committee shall develop and execute election awareness campaigns for all Federal, Provincial, and Municipal elections which shall include, but not be limited to:

(a) Encouraging students to vote;

(b) Encouraging students to participate in the election process by means such as, but not limited to, attending public debates, meeting with candidates.

(c) Seek commitments from candidates regarding their views and intentions towards post-secondary education and any other issues that are seen as relevant to the lives of the Brock student community as a whole.

(d) Inform candidates of the issues regarding post-secondary education on the whole, as they relate to Brock students and any other issues that are seen as relevant to the lives of the Brock student community as a whole.

(e) Inform Brock students on the political issues regarding post-secondary education and any other information that is seen as relevant to the lives of the Brock student community as a whole.

7. The External Elections Committee shall at all time be free of any political bias or prejudice and develop and execute its awareness campaign with equal opportunity given to all who stand to be elected. 

Annual Report

8. The External Elections Committee, should it be formed, will be responsible for compiling in a final report presented to BUSAC all activities that were undertaken throughout the year by the committee. The said report shall include recommendations regarding the development and execution of future election awareness campaigns.
