Name of the Bylaw
1. This bylaw shall be referred to as the “Academic Affairs Committee Bylaw”.

Composition
2. The Academic Affairs Committee shall be comprised of the following members

(a) The Vice President University Affairs;

(b) Three (3) BUSAC Councillors, each of whom must be from a different faculty as outlined in bylaw 200, the BUSAC Bylaw, section 3, as appointed by BUSAC;

(c) One member Undergraduate Senator, non-voting, and;

(d) Two (2) students at large, as appointed by BUSAC.

3. The Academic Affairs Committee shall be chaired by the Vice-President University Affairs, or their designate, who shall:
(a) Call all meetings of the committee;
(b) Report to BUSAC on the actions of the committee;

(c) Prepare an end-of-year report to BUSAC;

(d) Ensure that all members of the committee receive accurate and timely information with respect to the business of the committee;
(e) Make sure the committee meets its responsibilities as outlined in this bylaw, and;

(f) Be responsible for maintaining a record of the time spent by committee members on committee business for the purposes of tracking volunteer hours.

4. The Vice-Chair of the committee shall be a BUSAC councillor.

Responsibilities

5. The Academic Affairs Committee shall:

(a) Provide input and feedback to the Vice President University Affairs on academic issues at Brock University;

(b) Review policy on academic issues at Brock University, and;

(c) Assist in implementing a campus focused academic and educational advocacy agenda for BUSU.

Annual Report 

6. The Academic Affairs Committee will be responsible for compiling in a final report presented to BUSAC all activities that were undertaken throughout the year by the committee. The said report will make recommendations on the further direction that should be taken by BUSU regarding various academic issues at Brock University.
