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Name of the Bylaw
1. This bylaw shall be referred to as the “Elections and Referenda Committee bylaw”.

Composition and Duties
2. The Elections and Referenda Committee shall be composed of 

(a) The Chief Returning Officer (CRO), 

(b) Deputy Returning Officer(s) (DRO), 

(c) Three (3) members of the BUSAC, 

(d) Three students at large approved by the BUSAC.

3. The Elections and Referenda Committee shall be chaired by the CRO, who shall:

(a) Call meetings of the committee;

(b) Report on behalf of the committee;

(c) Prepare an end-of-year report to the BUSAC;

(d) Ensure that all committee members receive accurate information relevant to the business of the committee in a timely manner;
(e) Make sure the committee meets its responsibilities as outlined in this bylaw, and;

(f) Be responsible for maintaining a record of the time spent by committee members on committee business for the purpose of tracking volunteer hours.

4. The DRO shall:

(a) Be the designate of the CRO, empowered to carry out duties as specifically requested by the CRO.

(b) Take over the CRO’s duties in the case that he/she is unable to fulfill them.

Responsibilities

5. The CRO and DRO shall remain impartial (non-voting) unless Bylaw 650 or 675 otherwise requires;

6. The Election Committee shall oversee all elections and referenda as per Bylaw 650 and 675.

7. From time to time Elections and Referenda Committee may request additional temporary members from the BUSAC. The temporary election committee members shall remain on the committee until the conclusion of the next election or referendum.

Annual Report

8. The Elections and Referenda Committee will be responsible for compiling in a final report presented to the BUSAC all activities that were undertaken throughout the year by the committee. Furthermore, the said report will make recommendations on how the committee could better fulfill its mandate in the future.
